








Is the operation permanent?

Although the operation is designed to be
permanent, this cannot be guaranteed. There
are strong forces trying to push the vagina down
which may cause the polypropelene mesh to
become loose. These forces are increased by
heavy lifting, exercise, coughing and obesity.
Women who have had a prolapse usually have
weak tissues and therefore even if the uterus
remains well supported, a prolapse of a different
part of the vagina may occur.

National database

The Government have recently made it
compulsory for patients undergoing mesh
surgery to be entered onto a national database.
As a consequence when you complete your
consent form for your operation with the
consultant, this will include gaining consent for
the addition of your data to this database. If you
have any concerns regarding this please mention
this to your consultant.
