Infrequent complications (risk of 1 in (Wonford).

100 to 1 in 10,000) include temporary
breathing difficulties, muscle pains,
headaches, damage to teeth, lip or
tongue, sore throat and temporary
problems with speaking.

Extremely rare and serious
complications (risk of less than 1 in
10,000). These include severe allergic
reactions and death, brain damage,
kidney and liver failure, lung damage,
permanent nerve or blood vessel
damage, eye injury, and damage to the
voice box. These are very rare and may
depend on whether you have other
serious medical conditions.
